1. INTRODUCTION
1.A. CITY OF COTTONWOOD SHORES

Location: Cottonwood Shores is an incorporated community located on Farm Road 2147 about
fifieen miles southwest of Burnet in southern Burnet County. The nearest communities are
Marble Falls and Horseshoe Bay.

History (from Handbook of Texas): By the early 1970s, Cottonwood Shores was shown on
county maps as a residential development situated along the Colorado River just below Lake
Lyndon B. Johnson. The community incorporated around 1987. In 1990 the population was 548.
That figure had increased to 877 by 2000. Cottonwood Shores has its own police department and
volunteer fire department, as well as a community theater. Cottonwood Community Church
serves an interdenominational congregation.

Government: Prior to incorporation, Cotionwood Shores was governed by a Property Owners
Association. Today it has a Mayor/Council form of government. The city provides fire and
police services and has established committees for Parks and for Planning & Zoning. There are
no schools in Cottonwood Shores. Students are bused to Marble Falls.

1.C. POPULATION PROJECTIONS

In Census2000, the population of Cottonwood Shores was 877. The estimated population in July
2004 was 1,048, which amounts to a 19.5% increase. This is consistent with the 58.6% increase
between the 1990 census and the 2000 census.

Population projections for just Cottonwood Shores are not available, but there is some trends
analysis for Burnet county as a whole. The population of Burnet county rose from 34,147 in
2000 to 38,809 in 2003, an increase of 13.7% making it the 11 fastest growing county in the
state. If the increase in Cottonwood Shores population tracks with the rest of Burnet county, the
population may be around 1400 in 2010 and 2200 in 2020.

The best county-level forecast data comes from Projections of the Population of Texas and
Counties in Texas by Age, Sex and Race/Ethnicity for 2000-2040 produced by the Population
Estimates and Projections Program, Texas State Data Center, Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, Texas A&M University System and The Center for Demographic and Socioeconomic
Research and Education, Department of Rural Sociology, Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, Texas A&M University System in the Office of the State Demographer, State of Texas,
December 2001.

Three projection scenarios produce three alternative sets of population values for the State and
each county. These scenarios assume the same set of mortality and fertility assumptions in each
scenario but differ in their assumptions relative to net migration. The net migration assumptions
made for three scenarios are derived from 1990-2000 patterns which have been altered reiative to
expected future population trends. This is done by systematically and uniformly altering the
adjusted (as noted above) 1990-2000 net migration rates by age, sex and race/ethnicity. The
Scenarios so produced are referred to as the zero migration (0.0) scenario, the one-half 1990-
2000 (0.5) scenario, and the 1990-2000 (1.0) scenario. The recommended scenario is 0.5 and was
used for the projections shown here.

The City Council takes a keen interest in addressing the city’s recreation needs
and discusses them at regular council meetings. The Parks Committee meets to consider parks
plans and issues and makes suggestions for the City Council to act upon.

3. PLAN DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

This is the first Master Plan specifically for Parks, Recreation, and Open Space in Cottonwood

Shores. It was developed by the City with the assistance of Grant Development Services, starting
in early 2004 and finally concluding in the fall of 2007.

The final plan was formulated by the Parks Committee, taking into account the outcomes of
several previous planning efforts.

In the Spring of 2004, an attempt was made to develop a plan for a system of parks connected by
atown trail. A proposal was developed and the City Council passed a resolution authorizing the
development of grant applications to obtain funding for the parks, However, it was later
concluded that the City did not have the resources to provide the necessary matching funds and
could not come to agreements with potential donors concerning letters of commitment. At that
point, this effort came to an end. While that effort was ongoing, a citizen survey was conducted

to determine what additional recreational facilities were desired. These results are shown in the
section covering Priorities.

The Parks Committee continued to meet intermittently but was never able to settle on an overall
plan or find a way to fund a new park. In early 2007, a local architect joined the Parks
Committee and was able to translate the group’s ideas into an overall plan that maps out a city-
spanning park, consisting of varied recreation areas tied together with a town trail. At the same
time, local developers came forward with potential land donations that, along with the architect’s
donated services, would enable the city to raise the match required for grant funding with no
capital outlay by the City. A local grant developer volunteered to work out a funding plan that
would minimize the burden on the city and finally the Master Plan was able to move forward.

Regular meetings of the Parks Committee resumed with discussion on all phases of the city’s
plan. Potential sites for development were scouted and preliminary evaluations for were received
for properties involved in the plan. Some research was done to determine the status of Noah
Thompson, which appears on the Burnet County plat as a ‘park’ but which has never been
dedicated as such so far as can be determined. The result of these planning sessions was the
overall plan presented here. It maintains the desires of the original master plan formulated in
2004, but goes far beyond it both in scope and detail.

The concept for the city-wide park was presented to the community at the regular City Council
meeting for September 2007 with broad attendance and hearty support from the citizenry. The
Council voted in favor of the parks but withheld final decision until completion and submittal of
the Master Plan, With this impetus to the Committee the completion and submission of this
Master Plan document became the first and most important task. Once the Master Plan is
accepted it can be followed by preparation of applications for funding assistance, and
development of a maintenance plan for the resulting park.

A public meeting was held through Parks Committee, an active committee with representation
from throughout the community. The meeting was announced on October 7, 2007 with a notice
in the paper of record and held on October 16, 2007. At the meeting, citizens had an opportunity

to express comments about the proposed Master Plan and the Parks Committee took these into
account in finalizing the plan.

The final version of the Master Plan was brought before the City Council on October 18, 2007
and approved by resolution, taking effect immediately.

The approved Master Plan is being submitted to Texas Parks and Wildlife Department for review
and approval and to the Lower Colorado River Authority.

4, AREA AND FACILITY CONCEPTS AND STANDARDS

In general, the concepts and standards employed in this plan conform to the guidelines set out by
the National Recreation & Park Association (Park, Recreation, Open Space & Greenway
Guidelines, 2001.)

However, the existing park facilities are so miniscule that it seemed unnecessary to conduct a
formal survey.

5. INVENTORY OF AREAS AND FACILITIES

Cottonwood Shores has virtually no public recreation facilities. There is one property shown as

‘park’ on the Bumnet County plat, but it has never been developed or dedicated. The only facility
there is a dilapidated picnic table.

An informal survey by the Parks Committee found that no actual parks were in existence. One
city property, named Noah Thompson Park has been functioning as an open area after actions by

the POA but no paperwork was found formally dedicating this as a park. The park does have a
sign and one picnic table.

Vacant lots also exist but have not been dedicated as parkland. One historic location, the old
family cemetery, is listed but currently is not connected to other possible park areas. There is

also a barely functioning boat ramp, but again this has not been formally defined as a public
place at this time.

Other locations of accord include the City Offices, the Police Department, and the Civic Center.
Only the Civic Center is used for public events as all outdoor park facilities leftover from the

previous POA (a playground and non-functioning swimming pool) are in disrepair and fenced to
prevent use.

Cottonwood Shores has no schools, and the nearest school facilities are in Marble Falls. The
Cottonwood Community Church also lacks facilities.

Lake Marble Falls and Lake LBJ offer a variety of opportunities for aquatics and Horseshoe Bay
has several private golf courses, making the area an attraction for tourists and part time residents.
There is a private marina just outside of the city that offers boating and aquatic sports.

Currently, Cottonwood Shores has no spaces set aside as natural areas, although there are several
good sized plots of land in the floodplain.

7.B. RESOURCES

The City of Cottonwood Shores’ approach to implementing the Parks, Recreation, and Open

Spaces Master Plan is to concentrate its initial efforts on developing recreational facilities within
the confines of city owned properties and right-of-ways and on donated properties,

To increase community involvement and commitment to new projects, donations of all kinds are
being actively sought. Some of these are:

Donations of land by local property owners and developers
Donations of funds by private individuals

Donation of labor by service organizations and clubs
Donation of equipment by local businesses

Donations by other governmental entities

Finally, the City hopes to take advantage of grants-in-aid offered by the State and Federaj
governments and their agencies, In particular, the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD)

rejected by the City Council.

7.C. TIMELINE

The following table presents a ten-year timeline for addressing the needs listed above and
continuing to develop facilities in the direction set out. This timeline is based on the assumption
that grants will become available to the City. Because of Cottonwood Shores’ size and limited
administrative resources, only one large project can be managed at a time. The goals are laid out

according to a two-year planning cycle corresponding to evaluations and updates to the Master

8. OVERVIEW OF PLANNED DEVELOPMENT

The accompanying map shows the properties to be developed under the Master Plan. Most of
these are recreational in nature, but some are aimed at city beautification, historical preservation,
and conservation. Since all these elements fal] within the purview of the Parks Committee, they

were included in the plan. The map shows one possible alternative and the overall idea. Changes
could occur in final implementation.

The properties forming the city-wide park are to be bound together with a walking trail that runs
from the city entrance, up Cottonwood Street, around CastleRock, and down Dogwood Street,
From there, one branch continues on Dogwood down to the nature preserve and the other runs
along Lakeview Drive. Public restrooms are planned at either end and an additional facility will
be open to the public at CastleRock. Likewise, parking areas are provided at the boat ramp, Noah
Thompson, the natural spring, CastleRock, and the Civic Center. For the benefit of walkers,

along the trail there will be distance markers, shade structures, water fountains, benches, and
exercise stations.

Please refer to the lettered legend for the individual locations described here.

A. Entry Parkway and Kiosk. This short street is the main entry to Cottonwood Shores and
will be improved to make a better first impression on visitors. Rows of Cottonwood trees
will provide a green buffer to surrounding commercial sites and a water feature will
provide a landmark for people entering the community. At the end of the street is a lot
where the police headquarters is currently located. The plan is eventually to move the
police into a new building at the Civic Center and use this lot as the location for a Kiosk
that provides information to visitors. It will also serve as a meeting point and as a
pickup/dropoff for students being bused to Marble Falls for school,

B. Civic Center. This is the location of the Civic Center, which serves as the venue for most
city activities. The building itself is serviceable, but the property is in need of landscaping
and beautification. This is also the location of the unused swimming pool inherited from
the POA, which may be able to be renovated — or else needs to be replaced with another

facility. An undeveloped lot here could be the site of new city offices, including Police
HQ.

C. Playground/Recycle Center. A heavily treed donated lot is intended to be developed as a
playground for children. It is located in the CastleRock development and will be nearby
its shops, community areas, and farmers market. The corner of a facing lot is being set
aside for a future solid waste recycling center. Facilities here will be for active play ~
rope swings, skating area, merry-go-round, hobby horses, etc.

D. Scenic Lookout. A segment of the town trail leads up to an observation tower that

provides a panoramic view of the City, Lake LBJ, and the surrounding Hill Country. This
is another donated property.

E. Tennis Complex. This area is being considered as the site of a major regional tennis

center. The concept is to create a public/private partnership to build and manage the
facility with support of the American Tennis Association.
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F. Natural Spring. Four donated lots provide a location for a convenient stop on the town
trail. A natural spring offers an appealing rest area for walkers and gathering area for the

neighborhood. There is also room for parking for trail users, The area wil] feature a fire
pit and banco.,

G. BMX/Skate Complex. A block of 24 donated lots provides the location for a BMX track
and skating facility. Both are extremely popular with Cottonwood Shores youth, who are
playing an active part in their design and construction,

H. Historic Graveyard, A segment of the town trail will lead to a historic graveyard, drawing
residents to this reminder of their cultural legacy. A contemplative garden will provide a
serene setting for visitors.

l.  Nature Preserve, Twenty six acres facing Lake LBJ are being set aside as a nature
preserve. A creek runs down to the lake and provides a wetland environment for native

provide a seawall, steps, and Jetty for access by swimmers as well as a launch for canoes,
kayaks, and rowboats. The assortment of yard games may include volleyball, horseshoes,
washers, shuffleboard, hackysack, and Frisbee,

K. Aspen. Formerly the site of the city’s ‘bura pile’, these three city-owned lots may be

developed as a botanical garden, or else sold to provide funds to acquire the lot adjoining
Noah Thompson.

L. Boat Ramp. This city-owned lot is to be developed as a facility for boaters with a new
launch ramp, lakeside deck, fish cleaning station, picnic area, restrooms, and parking.
