AN ORDINANCE CREATING A CODE ENFORCEMENT TASK GROUP OF THE CITY OF
COTTONWOOD SHORES:

Whereas, Governments are charged with the responsibility to ensure the health and safety of
its citizens;

Whereas, the City Council of the City of Cottonwood Shores of Burnet County, Texas (the
“*City") endeavors to discharge this responsibility effectively and fairly and

Whereas, the City has recently impiemented various services to support its efforts and those
of the citizens of the City in this regard;

Whereas, the City has carefully considered all available alternatives;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
COTTONWOOD SHORES, TEXAS THAT A CODE ENFORCEMENT TASK GROUP IS,
HEREBY, CREATED AND REPLACES THE ORIGINAL CODE ENFORCEMENT AD
HOC COMMITTEE WITH THE FOLLOWING MANDATE AND PROCEDURES TO TAKE
EFFECT ON OCTOBER 18, 2067, THE DATE COUNCIL APPROVED THE COMMITTEE
AND DUTIES:

The Code Enforcement Task Group is a test in a management committee for a period of six (6)
months in lieu of no City Manager in the City of Cottonwood Shores, TX. The Code
Enforcement Task Group is a management layer between Council and the operational
department of Police, Courts and Code Enforcement. No Ordinances would be changed without
Council approval. No Budget changes or excesses will be allowed without Council approval.

1. The Code Enforcement Council Person will have the ability to hire personnel within the scope
of the budget; and also to fire personnel that are subject to code enforcement after proper
documentation and/or cause. The terminated employee will have the ability to appeal to the

Council. This will speed up progress for efficiency and not be slowed down waiting for Council
actions.

The Code Enforcement Task Council Person will evaluate personnei and the performance of
outside sources and manage its respective departments under the existing personnel policy.

a. The Council will review the performance of the Committee based on the performance of
the respective departments over which it managed.

b. Council will be kept informed of departmental problems and the Committee will conduct
departmental evaluations and report their findings to the councit.

2. The Code Enforcement Council Person will be able to engage in contracts with outside
services. {Annual agreements will be presented to the Council for review and approval)

SECTION 1: Mandate.
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City of Cottonwood Shores, Tx.

The Code Enforcement Task Group (“"CETG") shall ensure the day-to-day timely, fair and
effective application of City Ordinances and all other local, State and Federal Law to the extent
that is not in conflict with established agencies of superior authority.

SECTION 2: Membership Composition of the Task Group.

The CETG shall be comprised of the following Officials:

One elected Council Person (Chair)
Chief of Palice (PD)

City Building Inspector (BI)

Clerk of the Court (CoC)

One Public Works empioyee (PW)
Code Enforcement Coordinator (CEC)

SECTION 3: Operating Procedure.

3.01 The CETG shall meet at regularly scheduled intervals determined by the Chair.

3.02 Code violations observed by any one may be brought to the attention of the CEC.

a. All such complaints shall be made in writing giving address, Section and Lot numbers
and/or the names of owners and/or residents.
b. Such complaints shall be

i. Checked against an existing Log provided by the CEC to avoid duplications;

ii. Date-stamped at the time of receipt by the Utility Billing Clerk and

iii. Provided with any missing property identification that is necessary for follow-
up.

iv. Returned to the Complainant in the event that the compiaint is a duplication

of a prior complaint or the property/ownership cannot be identified from the
information supplied.

¢. Completed complaints shall then be passed to the CEC who will log them and request
an inspection by PW of the subject site to confirm the veracity of the complaint.

i. In the event of the affirmative the PW inspector shall take digital photos to

document the violation and pass these with other relevant information to the
CEC.

d. The CEC shall then enter the relevant data in an active follow-up log and set up a file
containing copies of the photos and all related follow-up documents/information.

i. He shall direct a “"warning” letter to the property owner of record and to the
resident (if different) requesting correction of the violation within 10 working
days from this letter.

ii. If the violation involves vehicles, he shall copy the PD with the relevant
complaint data for the determination by the PD if the vehicle(s) in question fall
into categories defined by State Law as either "abandoned” or “junk”.

a. The PD shall then act on these determinations on its own volition as
prescribed by State Law and shall copy the CEC with all relevant actions taken.
The CEC shall provide the clerical support to the PD in this effort.
ifi. PW shall schedule a re-inspection of the complaint site following 10 working
days from the date of the warning letter and document the site condition at that
time with additional photos. Any information resulting from this re-inspection
shali be provided to the CEC without delay.

iv. If the cause of the complaint has been eliminated the CEC shall close the
case file.

e. If the re-inspection confirms that the warning letter has remained unheeded he shall
draft a Final Notice for signature by the PD which shall be addressed to the property
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City of Cottonwood Shores, Tx.

owner (and to the resident, if different) by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Reguested,
allowing an additional, but final, 10 working days for correction of the violation, before
a formal citation is issued by the PD.
i. Once the PD has issued a citation the case file shall be handed over to the CoC
in support of Municipal Court requirements and the matter shall follow the legal
course of that Court.

a. When citation is issued, final pictures will be taken by Code Enforcement
official.

f. Any complaints confirmed by inspection (3.02.c.i.) involving unsafe and/or dangerous
structures and/or structures apparently unfit for human habitation shall be directed to

the City Inspector (CI) for the follow-up action called for and/or allowed for by
applicable State Law.

i. The City Inspector shall copy any information resulting from his follow-up to
the CEC without delay.

SECTION 4: AMENDMENTS.

The City Council has, and specifically reserves the right to change, alter or amend any
provision of this Ordinance at any time to better suit the needs of the City.

SECTION 5: SEVERABILITY.

The provisions of this Ordinance are severable, and if any provision or part of this Ordinance or
the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall ever be held by any court of

competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional for any reason, the remainder of this
Ordinance shall not be affected thereby.

The Mayor is authorized to execute and the City Secretary to attest this Ordinance on behalf of
the City Council.

Schedule and hold a hearing and hear testimony from the Building Official. the
owner and other persons having an interest in the Dangerous Building, and any
person desiring to present factual evidence relevant to the Unsafe Building.
Such testimony shall relate to the determination of the question of whether the
building or structure in question is a Dangerous Building and the scope of any
work that may be required to comply with this Ordinance and the amount of
time it will take to reasonably perform the work. The owner or a person having
an interest in the Dangerous Building shall have the burden of proof to
demonstrate the scope of any work that may be required to comply with this
Ordinance and the time it will take to reasonably perform the work.

Upon conclusion of the hearing, the Board of Adjustments and Appeals shall
determine by majority vote whether the building or structure in question is a
Dangerous Building. Upon a determination that the building or structure in
question constitutes a Dangerous Building, the Board of Adjustments and
Appeals shall issue an Order:

(1} containing an identification of the building and the property on
which it is located;

(ii) making written findings of the violations of the minimum
standards that are present at the building;

(iii)  requiring the owner and persons having an interest in the building
to repair, vacate. or demolish the building within thirty (30) Days
