Councilmember Orr made the motion for the City of Cottonwood Shores to
establish the officer position of a City Administrator pursuant to Texas Local
Government Code Section 22.071 with the attached job description to begin
search to go forward to fill this position. Councilmember Patschke 2™ the
motion. All approved. Motion carried.

B. Discuss and consider possible action for approval of contract with Cynergydata. For
accepting credit card payments for city services as requested by Financial Officer
Wafer

Financial Officer Wafer was not present; however Larry Elkins with Cynergydata
spoke and answered questions. Councilmember Orr inquired as to what
protection the City would have. Mr. Elkins reported Visa/MasterCard has a
personal liability for credit cards which protects up to $50.00 to the cardholder not
the merchant which is the City. Councilmember Patschke asked what if someone
wishes to pay by phone. Mr. Elkins reported that it was discussed to set up a
secure payment Gateway website. Councilmember Adams asked if the only way
to make payments is by the website, and not by phone. Mr. Elkins answered no;
they can come into the office. You can breach a credit card number by phone, but
added that they had not had much trouble with the telephone usage.
Councilmember Orr questioned about the possibility of charging a fee. Mr.
Elkins answered you can call it a handling fee, an administrative fee, or an
operating fee. Councilmember Whitis commented we would need to

implement a credit card cost. Mr. Elkins commented Visa/MasterCard has set for
Municipalities a flat rate of $1.00. It is $1.00 plus your convenience fee. You
would be assessed a $1.00 flat fee per transaction. Councilmember Whitis
inquired if there were any upfront operating costs. Mr. Elkins answered none,
unless you want a stand alone terminal at City Hall which costs about $300.00 to
$400.00. Councilmember Ortiz inquired if this credit card process had been
checked around with other banks. Councilmember Orr spoke that we would at
this time test what we can set up online, and give this a (6) six month trial basis.
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Councilmember Whitis remarked that this is needed and a great part of customer
service. Councilmember Orr replied that we may set service fee at 3%.
Councilmember Orr made the motion to enter into a contract with Cynergydata
for credit card use. Councilmember Patschke 2™ the motion. All approved.
Motion carried.
