WHEREAS, the City of Cottonwood Shores (hereinafter the “Sponsor”), is desirous of providing

for the construction of a boating access facility on Lake Marble Falls at Lakeview Drive in the
City of Cottonwood Shores, and;

WHEREAS, the State of Texas, acting through the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
(hereinafter the "Department”), under the authority of Section 11.033 and 31.141 of the Parks
& Wildlife Code, would provide funding for such construction, and:

WHEREAS, the construction of such a facility would be of benefit to the citizens of the City of
Cottonwood Shores as well as transient recreational boaters from the State and other states:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that:

1. The City Councii in meeting this 16th day of October, 2008, is hereby eligible for assistance
and will enter into a project agreement with the Department to provide for said construction
on a reimbursement basis, with the Sponsor providing 25% by appropriations or in-kind
services, and the Department providing 75% matching funds for work accomplished.

2. The undersigned is herewith authorized to sign any or all documents pertaining to the
construction;

3. That the Sponsor has matching funds available;

4. That the Sponsor will operate said facility; perform all necessary maintenance and repairs to
ensure public use, health and safety; and provide security surveillance to eliminate creations

of nuisance or hazard to the public or adjacent property owners; for the life of the facility
(minimum 25 years);

5. That said facility will be open at all reasonable times to the public, and that revenue from

any user fees will only be used to offset operation and maintenance costs of any supported
facilities;

6. That the application has been submitted to the appropriate COG for review and comment,
and a copy of these comments will be provided to TPWD prior to funding approval.

ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT

1 DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION

1.A Overview

The City of Cottonwood Shores plans to build a city-spanning park consisting a varied
recreational areas connected by a town trail. This would be the first real park in
Cottonwood Shores and would provide its residents with much needed opportunities
for recreation and relaxation. The construction phase of the project would begin in the
Spring of 2010 and should be completed by the end of the year.

One of these recreational areas will serve boaters using Lake Marble Falls, and this is
the focus of the State Boating Access Grant. The project will be partially funded by other
grants from LCRA and TPWD, but is not related to any other federal state or local
projects.

At this point, it appears that a CofE 404 permit will not be needed as the planned
facility has received a Notification of No Permit Required under the LCRA HIGHLAND
LAKES WATERSHED ORDINANCE. All TPWD projects require archeological and
biological surveys and funds for these are included in the project budget. No public
health issues are foreseen.

The population of Cottonwood Shores was given as 877 in Census 2000 but has risen to
around 1200 today. Estimated median household income in 2005 was $39,300 (it was
$36,094 in 2000). The largest ethnic groups are White Non-Hispanic (78.1%) and
Hispanic (19.6%).

The Boating Area occupies one large lakefront lot inside the city limits of Cottonwood
Shores and is .92 acres in area. The area is currently an undeveloped lot with a dirt track
allowing access to the lake. It is surrounded by other city lots. There is no valuable
vegetation or wildlife on site. A small concrete slab remains from some previous
structure (below).

The plan is to renovate the existing concrete slip to allow for motorboats to be launched
into Lake Marble Falls and to construct a jetty that will allow them to moor for loading
and unloading. The park area will have restrooms and parking for 20 cars with trailers.
Not funded by the State Boating Access program, but included in the plan, are two
picnic tables and a shade structure. Also separate from the motorboat launch ramp,

there will be a short ramp for porting canoes, kayaks, and other small non-motorized
craft into the lake.

4 MITIGATING MEASURES FOR ADVERSE IMPACTS

Plans for construction will be required to identify and address any potential adverse
impacts from construction activities, and plans will be reviewed by the City Engineer to
insure that needed measures for drainage and stormwater management are included.
Best management practices, planning and project management will be utilized to ensure
adherence to project plans and goals and outcomes.

The Project Engineer has completed an Erosion and Sediment Control Plan that has been
approved by LCRA. During the construction of the project, erosion controls include
utilizing berms, silt fencing, and hay bales. Other controls will be implemented as
needed. Air, water and soil pollution prevention measures will be available from the
beginning of the project and will be included in the project plan.

Because of the generally low impact of the planned construction, the Project Engineer
says that no other special mitigation components are required.

The project will not create environmental conditions eliminating plant life without
mitigation measures. The project will not create conditions favorable to the proliferation
of pest species, i.e,, rats, flies and mosquitoes, Reseeding of area grasses will be
conducted. Steps for reseeding and re-vegetation in connection with the development of
the area will be performed in order to meet city ordinances and to minimize
environmental degradation from erosion of raw soil.

Traffic controls will include signage and controls for access including locked gates.
Site design will promote public safety through providing restricted hours of operation
and access to facility, lighting and traffic controls. Any re-routing of traffic will be
coordinated with County officials and will be limited to times during construction.

5 UNAVOIDABLE ADVERSE IMPACTS

The project will have the following unavoidable adverse impacts:

* Expenditure of a small amount of fossil fuel during the construction phase and,
to a far lesser degree, during long-term maintenance activities.

* Some increase in traffic.
* Noise from powered equipment during construction.

* Some increased noise generated as the public utilizes the recreational
opportunities, mainly from boat motors during launch.

e Minimal increase in light spill from the illuminated parking area.
